  Many thanks for your letter. I was disappointed that you have decided not to go with my scarecrows - but not as disappointed as they will be when I tell them!


  You kindly mentioned that I should bear you in mind with any new products I may have. Well, I have recently been working on a new design, which I refer to as The Taupendulator, (drawings enclosed).


  Like my scarecrows, The Taupendulator is designed to ward off garden birds and gulls. It's once again based on Roman themes, and you'll notice that it hearkens back to the days of Cassius, Dementicles and Julius of Thane.


  The principle of The Taupendulator is quite simple. The product sits in the flower bed or vegetable patch, held down with rope. The opening is filled with a syrup (based on my own recipe - a mixture of camphor, petrol, iodine and cream) and left to stand for 24 hours. After this period, birds become naturally attracted to the odour, and fly in to investigate.


  The Taupendulator works in a similar way to the Venus Fly Trap. Birds which rest on the 'lip' of the device trigger a set of springs inside, causing the 'mouth' of the product to clamp shut on the bird. The bird is then totally immersed in the syrup, which acts much like any quick-setting glue. Within 10-15 minutes the bird is completely immobilised, and can be disposed of (bag supplied).


  I am sure The Taupendulator is something that would fit nicely in your excellent garden catalogue, and feel confident it could really catch on. I hope you enjoy my designs, and look forward to hearing from you.

    Each individual book takes a great deal of work and time.


    Your latest idea, Guntaarsyan Hip-Lun-Mivvin and Mr Taylor, was even more weird and wonderful than the others. It did make me laugh and I can envisage it as a book, but I don't think that Dorling Kindersley are the right publishers for you. Our fiction department is quite small and tends to produce many licensed books. Therefore I would suggest that you purchase, or borrow from your local library, the Writer's and Artist's Yearbook published by A&C Black every year.     What I have come up with is surely an idea which will REVOLUTIONARISE literature in the 21st and 27th centuries (I hope!).


    My inspiration came a couple of years back, when I purchased a simple Binary Word Converter (BWC) from Dixons. The principle behind a BWC is pretty simple. Words are broken down to their constituent letters, each letter being assigned a numerical value. These numbers are then converted into a binary code.


    Thus, prose can be laid out neatly and efficiently in binary. All the reader needs is a Reverse Binary Word Converter (RBWC), which is available from most good electrical outlets.


    Here is a sample from 'He Loved Her', using the BWC method:

    You will have already heard from Maxine White of Simon Thurley's office that your letter of 7th January was passed to Philip Davies, the director of London Region of English Heritage who has, in turn, asked me to provide you with a short reply on his behalf.


    While you are right that English Heritage gives grants and advice for a whole range of heritage projects, I'm afraid that your scheme would not be considered to fall within any of these categories. I suggest, however, that since the mission you outline and so vividly illustrate seems to celebrate the joys of table tennis it would probably be more appropriately funded from a source such as the Sports Lottery Fund.


    To get a overall idea of how your proposal would be received it might anyway be worth your contacting the Department for Culture Media and Sport (DCMS) for a steer over the inevitable planning issues it would raise. For example: any proposal for a site in the park near Buckingham Palace (and certainly one involving alteration to the Victoria Memorial) would have to have the approval of the Westminster City Council planners and the Royal Household.


    On behalf of both our Chief Executive and the Director of London Region I am sorry to have to direct your appeal for assistance away from English Heritage, especially in the light of your evident enthusiasm for our role in supporting and promoting the heritage of this country.
